For her recent titular role in Frank Theatre’s Mother Courage, Annie was named
by the Star Tribune as “Outstanding actress in a play, smaller theaters” for 2006, and the City Pages selected her
as one of ten great performances of 2006.

The cast also features 11-year-old Jake Ingbar (Theatre Latte Da’s Gypsy) and Peter Ooley (Hulduf6lk
Theatre’s Largo Desolato), with original music by local composer Greg Brosofske.
